1cup Strawberries, trimmed and quartered
2 each Fresh limes, sliced

Handful Mint leaves

1 Gallon Water

Directions:

1. Combine water, strawberries, limes, and mint leaves into a large pitcher or gallon.
2. Cover the water and place in the fridge for 8 hours. *It is super easy to just make this before bed and let it sit
overnight* You can let it sit for a longer or shorter time. The longer it sits, the stronger the flavor gets.
3. Remove from the fridge and enjoy!
**This recipe makes a large gallon. If you want just enough for your water bottle, just add 2 sliced strawberries, 1 lime slice, and
a leaf or two of mint.
